	• Compare student recall results from low-stakes quizzes before and after implementing retrieval strategies.
• Track frequency of student participation in recall tasks.
• Review jotters for improved accuracy and completeness in prior knowledge recall.
• Gather student feedback on how review activities help their confidence or memory

• Compare work quality or engagement before and after more explicit LI use.

• Collect samples of student work annotated against success criteria to demonstrate improved self-assessment accuracy (and therefore, usefulness of SC).
• Analyse peer-/self-assessment forms for alignment with teacher judgement.
• Observe lessons for references to success criteria during feedback moments.
• Gather student focus group feedback on how success criteria help them understand expectations.

• Track progression in independent work accuracy or fluency (e.g. % correct, writing length, task completion time).
• Record evidence of guided → independent transition in lesson observations.
• Gather peer/coach observation notes on how effectively support is faded.
• Compare work samples over time for improved mastery or depth.

• Record student response rates (breadth of participation) across lessons.
• Use formative quiz or ‘true/false’ data to show reduced misconceptions.
• Gather student feedback on engagement and thinking depth in class discussion.

• Track proportion of students improving on re-drafted tasks.
• Use student surveys/interviews to gauge clarity and usefulness of feedback.
• Observe classroom dialogue to evidence specific, actionable feedback moments.

	• Use peer/coach observation notes on tone, rapport, and use of praise.
• Track incidents of disengagement or conflict over time.
• Reflect on changes to class climate.
• Review student work for improvements in quality and presentation standards.
• Compare completion rates or homework return data before and after focus on expectations.
• Compare punctuality and time-on-task before/after changes.
• Track number and level of behaviour incidents logged over time.
• Gather student surveys on classroom atmosphere and motivation.
• Compare engagement (on-task rates) in observation data.
• Record reflections on how new strategies reduced low-level disruption.
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
